Business Arising from Spring Forum

date be changed to later in the spring. 4 of 6 members voted to approve. 2010 Spring
Forum will be done in conjunction with the CAUCE Spring Conference, scheduled for
June 1-4. It was suggested that the Spring Forum be held during the first week of June
for future years.

Fall gathering — There was a suggestion that there be a fall get together, much like the
former Deans and Directors meetings. The suggestion was made that subject areas be
marketing, especially web and international marketing. There was a discussion about
who would be invited and it was unanimously agreed that this format be adopted. Sarah
Macdonald at NSAC has volunteered to host it. Heather volunteered to help Sarah with
the planning. A tentative date of November 6" was suggested at the Spring Forum and it
will be passed on to Sarah.

President’s Report

Stefani welcomed everyone, and noted that Pierre Clavet, Université de Moncton, and
Robert Moffat, Dalhousie University, have agreed to join the executive.

There were 24 participants at the Spring Forum. One of the highlights was the talk and
discussion given by Wilf Bean on the history of continuing education. A toolbox was
developed to help us move forward and achieve our goals over the next few years, such
as professional development and new programs regionally.

Andy Cochrane was also present and brought a national perspective to our discussions.



Finally, Stefani extended a big thank-you for Sarah Macdonald and Tracey Kittilsen for
doing such a great job pulling the forum together. It was a huge success.

Treasurer’s Report
